Based on the outcome of the Aachen meeting and the recent developments, we identified the following agenda:
1. European trade and agricultural policies
In dept discussion on the role and possibilities for lobby and which strategies would be most effective. Several studies will have been finished by June that will serve as interesting input and background for discussion. 

2. Southern strategies
In Aachen it was decided to invite some people from soy producing countries to elaborate on Southern strategies towards solutions for the impact of the production of soy. As the role of China as soy consuming country will increase over the coming decennia, it might be interesting to invite someone from China. It becomes increasingly clear that the situation in all soy producing countries is quite different and that there is no such thing as a single strategy. We would like to invite (around four?) people from different countries that can present a clear vision on concrete strategies and actions to address the soy issue. This in order to discuss how the work in Europe and Latin America can be complementary as well as how these strategies/agendas could be supported and strengthened. We hope that the counter conference, that will take place at the same time as the Roundtable on 'Sustainable' Soy will come up with interesting proposals. 

3. European Companies and Round Table 
Following the 2004 workshop with dutch private sector, Dutch Soy Coalition members discussed the problems related to soy with 4 Dutch companies. On March 8, a DSC workshop at Cordaid discussed options, next steps and the role of NGOs. On 17/18 March, Dutch Soy Coalition members participated in the Roundtable on 'Sustainable' Soy (RSS). 
In this session we propose an evaluation of both interventions. In which way NGOs can influence companies and the RT process towards reduced impact of soy production and expansion in Latin America.

4. Awareness raising in Europe
What should be the message(s) to the European public, what has been done already, has it been effective, what can be done on a European level and what are the methods and means to reach the public?

 
For each of these issues a brief background paper will be prepared including: introduction and background, three proposals on how to proceed as input for the discussion and a list of relevant organisations/networks so far identified.
